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MEMORIES OF BRENTWOOD 

Clarys Dembowski  moved into  

Brentwood 32 years ago and left us last 

month to go live closer to her family. 

“It’s time,” the well preserved 90-

something told us.  She passes her 

mantle of “longest resident” on to Ralph 

Wilson. Her cousin Ronnie Jans, #116, 

asked her to share to share some 

memories with us. 

So, here, between rounding up  

Christmas stuff to take with me and 

cleaning medicine cabinets, I’m sitting 

down to do a bit of remembering. 

When we walked into # 49, we both 

knew it was the perfect winter escape 

for us. In fact, we borrowed the money 

locally because we didn’t have much in 

checking and when the banker found 

out that the home was in Brentwood, he 

said, “Oh, that is a Premier Park. You 

can borrow on that for 1/2  a percent 

less than I first quoted.”  So, you see, 

Brentwood was First Class from the 

start. 

When we used to go to Sky Harbor to 

meet guests, we headed, west by some 

southern route and stopped at one of 

the Japanese Flower garden stands to 

buy welcoming flowers. There were 

acres and acres of flowers in that day. 

Southern Ave. was still just a gravel 

road ‘in stretches here and there---no 

through highway. 

 The golf course in Brentwood was just 

a weedy plot of ground more fit for a 

pasture than anything and then Fred 

Geisen and a group’ of forward thinking 

‘men took it over. With the help of 

Fred’s golf pro friend, they laid out the 

wonderful course we have today and 

with upkeep and maintenance eventu-

ally taken over by management, what 

you enjoy is what we’ve got. 

If memory serves me right, the rent 

each month was about $89. But our re-

tirement checks weren’t very big either. 

There was always coffee brewing in the 

clubhouse kitchen. Management encour-

aged us to hose down our patios and 

carports every Friday. How clean we all 

were! Not many had two cars ‘in their 

carport and-no one had a golf cart but 

there were a great many bicycles. 

Potlucks were very different. We had 

long tables set up end to end and lists 

on the bulletin board.  Each table 

brought food for just their group of 

about 20 and they planned their menus. 

That practice died out when it seemed 

that all the good cooks congregated at a 

few tables and the rest of us were stuck 

with the plain food we prepared. TGIF is 

much better, especially with Don in 

charge.  

At that time the configuration of our 

kitchen and library was somewhat

different. Our kitchen was narrower. So 

was the library, and a large hall ran  

between them, leading to the wash-

rooms Here were our bulletin boards 

and there were shelves where we all left 

our cups from one day to the next. 

Germs and sanitation had not yet be-

come so popular as they are today. 

Another structural change came about 

when the new office was moved in on 

the end of the golf course. The former 

office became a craft area and the for-

mer pool room (3 tables) became a 

storage area for tables and chairs and a 

lounge area. The building at the end of 

the shuffle-board area was used for 

years as just another gathering place 

and as a room for the painting classes 

that were taught there twice a week.  

Now it is an exercise room.  Long ago, 

the present pool and poker room was an 

art and meeting room.  This just goes to 

show that there was CHANGE even be-

fore Obama. 

Anywhere from 10 to 20 of us morning-

walkers and others, biked to the club-

house about 6 a.m. five days a week for 

‘show and tell’ and discussions of 

weighty subjects. Jane Weiser had her 

special chair at the west end of the first 

table and usually had the funniest stuff 

to show. The owner of Brentwood, Glen 

Fry, and his maintenance assistant, An-

gel, were always at the table with us, 

wearing their jeans and ready for the 

hands-on work of keeping up the park.  

Angel, a small Mexican man, had a little 

set of boxes and blankets hidden in the 

orange grove across the street and he 

lived there many years. It’s just possi-

ble that the company did not provide 

him with health insurance or the prom-

There used to be a little gate at the en-

trance. It was manned every evening 

from about 6 to 10 by a man we  

referred to as ‘Smiley’.  As far as I 

know, he never smiled, but best of all, 

we never needed a clicker to get in. 

Mr. Fry, who built the park, provided 

each home with 2 Phoenix palms in five-

gal. buckets. The last space in the park 

had just been filled when we moved in, 

in March of 1977. 

Saturday morning Kaffee Klatch has 

been since the beginning, it seems. The 

same three ladies just took care of it 

voluntarily, or out of the goodness of 

their hearts, those first years in the 

park. Watt Bair headed our meetings 

and we often had entertainment by our 

own people or their guests. To be sure 

that everyone was aware of this event, 

Ken LaSalle rode up and down each 

street about 6:30 a.m. on his bicycle, 

ringing a very loud bell that literally 

said, COME ONE, COME ALL, Horace 

Sutherland took over that job when Ken 

moved and performed that morning  

ritual faithfully for many years. 

 Everyone in the park had a saw or  

borrowed one and we trimmed our own 

palm trees but they finally grew too tall 

for aging residents to trim them from 

shaky step-ladders and the manage-

ment took over the job. 

The sights and sounds and smells were 

different then. Val Vista wasn’t nearly as 

busy. In fact, there were times when 

traffic almost came to a standstill as 

ranchers herded their flocks of sheep to 

higher mountain pastures in the spring 

and home again in the fall.

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 Houses and parks have replaced the 

beautiful and productive citrus groves of 

the eighties. In order to scare off coyo-

tes that wanted to prey on new lambs; 

automatic shot-gun set-ups reverber-

ated at times of the year in these  

orchards. If there happened to be a cold 

spell during the winter, we could smell 

the smudge-pots orchard owners main-

tained to save the fruit. 

 Dairy farms were not far away and 

their strong aroma floated through the 

park when the wind was right. The 

dairymen milked theft cows around the 

clock and we could take visitors to view 

their unique open air operations. 

The list could go on for pages to include 

such things as The Great Rabbit Round-

up, The wonderful musical productions 

our beloved Edna Miller put on. The new 

owner who raised our rent over $100 

total during the space of one year. The 

lawn bowling tournaments. The shuffle-

board tournaments and the Christmas 

caroling.
